


   ENHARMONIC NOTES

Enharmonic= a note that SOUNDS/IS the same but it spelled differently.

How can you find the enharmonic?

Step 1: Write out an enharmonic chart using the musical alphabet.  Remember that the musical alphabet repeats.  It would be helpful to write it as such:
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G
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E


Step 2: When reading the chart, RIGHT is sharp, and LEFT is flat
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Step 3: place a line or symbol (representing a note) in between two of the letters.  Practice reading it from different perspectives.  In the example below, there is a “note” in between F and G.  It is to the RIGHT (sharp) of F, which means it would be F-sharp.  It is to the LEFT (flat) of G, meaning it would be G-flat.  Summary, F-sharp is the same (enharmonic) as G-flat.
